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PLAINTIFFS' MOTION FOR CLARIFICATION REGARDING THIS COURT'S
FEBRUARY 2.2006 ORDER ON DISCOVERY SCHEDULE

OnFebruary 2,2006, the partiesin this caseparticipated in a conference call withthe

Court, afterwhich the Court issued the February 2, 2006 Order on Discovery Schedule (the

"Order"). TheOrder provides that"the discovery deadlines remain set for closeof business on

July 24, 2006, in view of this postponement, this Court will extend it to September 8,2006 if

counsel sorequests." Plaintiffs seekto clarify thattheCourt intended this portion of theOrder to

mean that the Court will onlyextend the discovery deadline to September 8, 2006 if thePlaintiffs

request it on account ofthe delays that have occurred because ofthe discovery disputes to date.

Plaintiffs assign their interpretation to the Order because during the conference call

Plaintiffs attempted to make it clear, and believe that theCourt acknowledged, thatthey wish to

goforward and conclude this matter asquickly as possible. Furthermore, given the delay to

which the Plaintiffs havealready been subjected, theywould objectto allowing the Defendants

the unfettered right to extend discovery.



WHEREFORE, Plaintiffs rccjucst clarification ofthe Court's Ovdsr on Discovery

Schedule to clarify that this Court intended the Order to mean that the discovery deadline will be

extended to September 8,2006 should the Plaintiffs' make such arequest. Plaintiffs recognize

that the Defendants retain the ability to seek an extension in the future, over Plaintiffs' objection.
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
